With your commitment,
courage and hard work NYC crews have left a ladeggcy. While you were slogging
through the woods, huddling around the fire, shaimepulaskis, or finishing the last
remnants of a too-large meal; up to twenty-fiveeottrews were doing the same things
across Oregon, Washington, Idaho, and NortherrfdZaia. The work completed by
NYC crews went farther than ever before, pleasestard number of project sponsors,
helped out the natural areas and communities ilNtréhwest, and, most importantly,
showed the general public that teens are respensitdugh to complete a hard job with
style!

A few of the amazing things accomplished during2867 field season by the North
program at NYC: over 86 acres of noxious weedsieséetl, built 4 switchbacks, laid
485 ft of turnpike, built 300 ft of multi tier rodletaining wall, constructed 3732 ft of
new trail, maintained 40.5 miles of existing trailstalled 388 drainage structures, built 1
bridge, piled 195 acres of slash, restored 5 nofedream, and hiked more miles then
can be calculated!

As you embark on your next adventure, whateveray tme, remember the things you did
here. Remember the challenges you faced and ditlaihg is impossible. All you need
is a fistful of GORP, a PB&J and some good friemdgour bump line. Make it happen!
